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Beloved Students of San Francisco, A m erica and 
the world, I greet you for the first tim e in the outer 
world and  bring  to you the Greetings and  Blessings 
of the B rotherhood of Luxor. For the first tim e in 
m any centuries this Greeting comes to the outside world. 
T he O rder of which “I AM ” the H ead has long been 
one of the G uards of hum anity; and  as our Beloved 
Lotus has to ld  you, O ur O rder is perhaps the most 
inflexible, because It dem ands absolute Obedience from 
those who have come to Us. Since I come to you 
in  the outer world, do you suppose I can dem and 
th a t Obedience? W hat do you th ink about it? I w onder 
how m any of you are willing to give the full O bedience 
requ ired  to b ring  your com plete Freedom  quickly. . . .

If  I were to hang  a pendulum  in this room  and 
start it in  m otion, how m any of you would not look 
a t it? I venture there are no t h a lf a dozen in  the 
room  who would not tu rn  involuntarily and  look at 
th a t swinging pendulum . T h a t is the reason, Beloved 
Ones, why you m ust be firm  enough to com pel your 
atten tion  to stay where you pu t it.

I w onder if I dare  say this! T here  are a few in 
this room  who were once under My Instruction, and 
you thought I was fierce. You thought My Inflexibility
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for O bedience to the Law was terrific. W ell, m aybe 
it was from  the hum an  standpoint; b u t remember! 
in  O ur search for the L ight, W e do not consider the 
hum an  viewpoint. I f  W e did, W e would not get far, 
would We? T herefore, Beloved Ones, as the G reat 
Law has seen fit to send Me forth  in to  your midst, 
I trust you will th ink  be tte r of Me th an  you d id  before. 
I am  not so fierce as you m ight think. But D ear Ones, 
if you knew, if you saw w hat My Inflexibility has m eant 
to those who cam e to Us th rough  the centuries, then 
I th ink you would love Me too. You know, there are 
certain  natures, th a t unless you are inflexible, they 
will not even listen to you. . . .

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T hen  it would be greatly encouraging to you to know 
th a t your A pplication is not failing in  any m anner 
w hatever. T h a t is why I say tonight, let Me help you. 
Let Me so charge into your feeling world this night 
such a Power and  Feeling of your own D om inion th a t 
never once again will there be any appearance in the 
outer world which holds your a tten tion  upon  discord 
for a moment! T he m om ent you find it has rested 
on discord, take it off instantly and  pu t it back upon 
the “Presence” whose Power goes forth , dissolves and  
consumes any undesirable th ing  th a t stands before you 
in  your pathw ay.
